As ChrisƟans, we can, and should, set our 
minds on things above and think about the posiƟve reward of living faith-
fully for God each day (Colossians 3:1–2). However, we must never forget 
the result of living in sin, and what lies in store for those who remain sepa-
rated from God. 

What we do in life maƩers. How we live for God maƩers. Not every 
acƟon will be seen by others, but one thing is certain: God sees all 
(Proverbs 15:3). There are consequences for our choices. It is up to us to 
live according to God’s standards, avoiding the negaƟve and reaping the 
eternal reward of faithful obedience.
